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TRENTON, Ga. (Nov. 6, 2025) — Commissioner Melissa Bradford provided 
updates on transfer station operations, recycling efforts and community activities 
during the November regular meeting of the Dade County Board of 
Commissioners. 

Commissioner Bradford reported that she has requested a five-year comparison of 
waste volume at the county transfer station and is still awaiting the complete data. 
She noted ongoing staffing shortages and turnover at the facility but commended 
employees for maintaining operations under challenging circumstances. She also 
reiterated her continued interest in expanding recycling options, including glass 
recycling, though efforts to identify a vendor have not yet been successful. 

She also announced upcoming holiday operating hours for the Transfer Station, 
noting the following schedule: 

• Thursday, Nov. 27 — Closed for Thanksgiving Day 
• Friday, Nov. 28 — Open  
• Wednesday, Dec. 24 — Closing at noon 
• Thursday, Dec. 25 — Closed for Christmas Day 
• Friday, Dec. 26 — Open 
• Thursday, Jan. 1, 2026 — Closed for New Year’s Day
